planning.  When we began the Strategic 
Planning process a few years ago, it 
became obvious that we needed to take 
a good look at every aspect of the 
club's financial situation.  Even more, 
the bulkhead crisis, to the tune of 
$80,000 or $90,000, has been a major 
wake-up call with respect to the overall 
financial planning for the future of the 
West River Sailing Club.  We do have 
the funds to pay the bulkhead expenses, 
but there are more expenses ahead that 
must be planned for.  I know that some 
of you feel that the club - house, 
grounds, docks, etc. - should remain as 
they are, while others would like major 
upgrades.  A close look at the current 
finances shows that simply to maintain 
our current assets we will have to pay 
primary attention to our capital asset 
funds.  We can expect, at the least, lean 
years and careful husbanding of our 
income in order to add sufficiently to 
our capital asset funds.  

The Finance Committee (chaired by 
Nan Irey and including Paul Mettus, 
Jude Brown, Erick Chiang, and Mike 
Berson) has in the past few weeks held 
two meetings that I have been fortunate 
enough to attend.  In addition, the 
Committee made a special report to the 
Board at its March 9 meeting.  I have 
been thoroughly impressed by the in-
sight and professionalism of the mem-
bers and the clarity of their vision for 
the upcoming budget requirements - for 
the next ten years.  There will be a 
second discussion at the next Board 
meeting in April and a presentation to 
the membership at the General Meet-
ing.   
 
So what's capital planning? Paul Mettus 
has provided the following excellent 
explanation.  In business terms, capital 
assets are the high-value, durable stuff 
that the club owns. The power boats, 
docks, clubhouse and furnishings are 
examples of capital assets.  There are a 
lot of them and some of them are near-
ing the end of their service life.  One 
thing is clear.  They will all wear out 
sooner or later. Long range capital 
planning is the process of making a 
detailed, comprehensive assessment of 
what capital assets we own, how long 
each item is likely to last, how much it 
will cost to replace, and what the ser-
vice life of each replacement item is 
likely to be.  Then we have to figure 
out how to pay for it all.  

In the General Meeting at Flag Rais-
ing, the Finance Committee will 
brief you on the status of the long 
range capital plan and summarize 
the financing options under study.  
Planning will not be complete at that 
point.  This will be a checkpoint to 
share information and solicit opin-
ions from the membership.  The 
Committee will brief you on final 
recommendations at the Annual 
Meeting in November.  As you re-
call, last year the membership di-
rected the Board to reconsider the 
dues at least every two years.  The 
final recommendations will address 
dues as well as other options for 
building our capital asset funds. 
 
If you have managed to get this far, I 
offer a few things on the lighter side.  
As of March 18 -- it appears that the 
bulkhead is nearing completion and 
looks good and sturdy.  Launching 
should begin soon.  Some of us plan 
to go to Annapolis next week to pick 
up a new floating pier for the club, 
approximately 70' in length.  You 
will be pleased to know that the total 
cost for this pier will be the fuel to 
go up and back.  Flag Raising ar-
rangements, in the capable hands of 
Shiela Peck, are coming along 
nicely.  Special thanks go to Peter 
and Joan Bell and Ken Durrett for a 
new floor in the boardroom, cabinets

Committee Reports: 
 
Memberships – Sheila Peck - There were no applications pending from January 2007.  Five applications were posted for Feb-
ruary.  The new applicants are: Jonathan Bigden, Jean and James Dinwiddie, John and Virginia Fitz Shea, Natalie Klein, 
Alexander and Mary Sutherland.  
 
Subcommittee on Membership Structure – The committee has continued to meet and is preparing a report for the March 
Board meeting. 
 
Finance Committee – Nan Irey – Various paperwork items have been addressed on financial matters and follow up work is 
being to respond to questions on the next annual audit. 
 
Sailing School – Nan Irey – The school will be run in 2007 by a committee.  To date, three people have signed up. 
 
House – John Cece – The new schedule is out.  Two rental applications have been submitted for review. 
 
Grounds Committee—John Cece – Discussions have been held with a contractor on beach erosion problems.  This approach 
for temporary repairs may involve up to three parts.  1) $1,075 for stone work near existing logs; 2) $1,000 for small revet-
ment; 3) $400 to rearrange the blue stone.  No permit will be required because the work being done is above mean low water. 
 
Long Term Erosion Project – Bill Whitman – A report was presented on possible financing for the more permanent solution 
for the erosion problem.  It may be possible to arrange for loans through government programs.  The loan would be repaid 
through an increase in club property taxes over a fixed period of time. 
 
Grounds – Meredith Horan – On March 11, 2007 the new tree, which is Cherrybark Oak, will be delivered.  The tree and its 
installation have been donated.  We hope that 20 years from now kids that have not yet been born will be climbing in it on an 
idyllic summer afternoon. 
 
House Report – Peter Bell – The ceiling in the kitchen has been repaired.  The Board confirmed that there is an interest in 
looking into an awning for the brick patio.  New information will be obtained.  New ceramic dishware has been procured for 
club use.  As a result, it might be a good idea to put up kitchen cabinets in which to store these dishes.  This matter will be 
evaluated.  Annapolis Yacht Club has another floating dock to give away.  The club is interested and will follow up.  The 
kitchen committee wanted to know if they could adjust prices upward as they thought necessary.  Answer:  Yes.  The carpet in 
the back room should be replaced.  The House Committee will take over this project. 
 
Jude Brown – Albacore International Regatta – An article will appear in the newsletter shortly. 
 
Bulkhead/Dredging – Teri Nilsen – The dredging has been completed and payment is being made.  Work on the bulkhead 
will now begin. 
 
Yearbook – Joe Chuchla – Two copies of the draft yearbook have been submitted for review.  A bit more information is 
needed for sailing school activities, fleets, membership, etc. 
 
Big Boats Ð Bob Percival – The schedule is almost ready and regatta chairs are being confirmed.

Minutes – The minutes for January 2007 were reviewed.  A motion was made and seconded to approve these minutes.  The 
vote was taken and the motion passed unanimously. 
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Membership – There were no memberships to vote on for January 2007.  Memberships were posted for: Jonathan Bigden, Jean 
and James Dinwiddie, John and Virginia Fitz Shea, Natalie Klein, Alexander and Mary Sutherland.  Gretchen Shaw wrote and 
asked to resign from honorary membership in view of her residing in Maine.  Her request was granted.  Senior memberships 
were approved for: Fortney Starke, Dick Kennedy and Daphne Byron.  Mark Schaefer was approved for absentee status.  Ten 
members resigned. 
 
TreasurerÕs Report – A report was made.  The Board posed several questions.  One last point on the Junior Fleet fund raiser 
results must be reconciled in the amount of about $65.  Several questions were posed from the monthly financial report.  These 
questions were: Why did the bookkeeper’s salary change from one month to the next?  Who was the 1099 prepared for? What 
property assessment was paid? 
 
Long Range Capital Plan – A question was raised on what the finance committee is doing about this plan.  The finance com-
mittee will meet and provide input.  A short discussion was held on options for financing future needs.  Options that may be 
presented to the members might include dues increases on a periodic basis, an automatic percentage dues increase each year, 
and special assessments.

A Cats – Can the A Cats use the A Cat National Race being held at WRSC as one of their races to count for fleet viability?  
Answer: Yes. 
 
Do we want to have another display at West Field Mall?  Possibly.  We will look at doing a display in April or May.

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Race Management Update 
We’ve got a very ambitious and exciting racing program planned for the year ahead. It includes 53 regattas spanning a total 
of 67 race courses. Ten of the regattas are invitational events sanctioned by the CBYRA. We’re also hosting the A Class 
Catamaran North American Championship in May and the Albacore International Championships in October. The Albacore 
Internationals are sailed every other year and alternate between Europe and North America. Hosting it is a very big deal for 
our club. In addition, the Friday Night Series hosted by the Laser fleet will be invitational this year to boost participation 
and improve the standard of competition. 

To support the program the Race Management Committee (RMC), consisting of Paul Mettus (WRSC Fleet Captain), 
Daphne Byron (One Design Committee Chair), Robert Percival (Big Boat Committee Chair) and Peter Jones (PRO Coordi-
nator, Past Commodore, and three time national champion in Jet 14s), is taking several steps to fine tune the way we run 
races. The issues at hand include sometimes spotty attendance by race committee members, lack of effective methods for 
soliciting race committee volunteers from the membership at large, little or no recognition of race committee members, 
posting race results late, inadequate equipage of committee boats, unreliable mark boats, and a perception of uneven quality 
in running the races. 

So the first thing to do is to work harder at making sure we’ll have adequate race committee staff assembled on race day. In 
the past we’ve tried to lumber a single person or a small committee with this job. As you know, the results were mixed. Our 
program this year entails 512 labor-days of Race Committee. It’s not easy to organize a volunteer effort on this scale so we 
need to spread the responsibility around. This year the captains of the racing fleets are stepping up to the job. For all except 
the two big class sanctioned regattas they’ll be responsible for organizing the race committee crews. For club regattas 
they’ll be assigning a “Race Manager” as well. That’s a term we’re going to use for the person who runs a race but who 
hasn’t completed the US Sailing certification or additional training required by the club. 

Organizing Race Committees 

 
For the most part the Fleet Captains will draw the race committees from their respective fleets.  The Fleet Captains assign-
ments are noted on the master race schedule accessible from the Race Management page of the club’s web site 
(www.westriversc.org). The assignments were distributed among the fleets on an equitable basis agreed by the Fleet Cap-
tains. Fulfilling these commitments is a requirement for sanctioning under the club’s bylaws. The A-Cat North Americans, 
WRSC Annual Regatta, and Albacore Internationals will be handled differently because they each entail special circum-
stances.  

The A-Cats will be racing over three days, two of them weekdays. Most fleets aren’t big enough to staff weekday race com-
mittees on their own so the RMC will canvas the club at large for volunteers.  

The Annual Regatta is a huge event with a total of 8 race courses spread over three days, one of them a Friday. We normally 
don’t assign fleet captains to organize race committees on days when their fleets are racing. This event is the exception. 
Since it’s sailed over the Labor Day weekend and only two fleets don’t have sailing events planned, it’s not possible to stick 
to the rule. Although Race Management has tasked Fleet Captains to organize the Race Committees, the RMC is going to 
help by building a pool of volunteers from the club at large.  

The Albacore fleet is expecting up to 60 competitors on the starting line for each of six days of racing in their internationals. 
It’ll be sailed in October and on the outside course whenever possible. So we need a lot of safety boats and that makes for a 
big race committee crew. The Albacores have asked for a 16 person crew each day. At least four of the days will be week-
days. 

With the assistance of Mick Osman, the club’s webmaster, we’ve put an automated sign-up sheet on the web site. Access it 
either through the Race Management page or the news article at the bottom of the home page. You may need to scroll down 
to see it. 

The A-Cat North Americans and Albacore Internationals are separate from the equitable distribution mentioned above be-
cause they are such high profile events and entail so much weekday sailing. We need all members to consider signing up for

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RC crew if can. Don’t worry if you have no race or race committee experience. Most of the jobs are easy to learn and there 
will be people to help you. These are extra credit assignments for all concerned. They are over and above the commitments 
each Fleet Captain has made.  

In return for members contributing their time to make the racing program a success, the club is looking at ways to make race 
committee work a little more pleasant. The leading idea is to have the dock master provision the committee boats with soft 
drinks and snacks so that you won’t have to bring your own. A decision by the Executive Board is pending on this idea. 

We’ve asked the Fleet Captains to recommend people to join Peter’s group of PROs. In addition to US Sailing certification, 
the PROs will agree run up to four races each year to maintain their proficiency. They’ll also learn to run the JavaScore and 
HighPoint scoring programs and be able to upload scores to the web site so that scores will be available to the competitors 
within a couple hours of the end of each race. We’re going to assign a PRO and deputy from this group to handle the CBYRA 
and class sanctioned regattas.  

In order to handle the workload we need 15 to 20 people in this group. We want to draw them fairly uniformly from all of the 
fleets because they’ll be off the table as far as fleet race committee commitments are concerned. That means that the four races 
they PRO will not count toward their fleets’ commitment and doing additional duty for their fleet will be at their discretion. 

Joe Chuchla, Frank Gibson, Peter Jones, and Roger Link are already certified and will join Peter’s group. Bob Blomquist, 
Lloyd Kinch, and Roger Schermerhorn have agreed to go through the process. It’ll be a good group so if Peter calls please give 
serious consideration to signing-up. 

Beginning last year the board started making a concerted effort to take better care of the boats. Hartge’s did extensive work on 
Hallie Q. They replaced rotted wood in the cabin and coaming, repainted the cabin and decks and rebuilt the transmission. Our 
dock master, Billy Locke, keeps up with the routine maintenance and we have a mechanic, Ron Oakes, available when neces-
sary. One of the whaler engines got a new carburetor last year and Ron thoroughly checked out all of the engines. We had 
some trouble with condensation in the fuel early in the frostbite series but better procedures seem to have resolved the issue. 
So we’d like to give the steps taken to date a chance to work and the boats have been much more reliable. In the 2007 budget 
the board has approved money to replace one of the whaler engines if problems recur. 

Last year we had issues arise in at least two regattas because the race committee didn’t have a means of accurately measuring 
wind speed. This year we’re equipping Hallie Q and the CorrectCraft with wind instruments. Also, Chris Ford and Mark Bel-
lermann have developed a list of safety equipment the committee boats should carry to better assist competitors who run into 
trouble out on the race course. We’re going to augment the equipment on the boats this year to bring them into conformance 
with that list. 
I think you can see that concrete steps are being taken to make the racing program better than ever this year. But it’s a big ef-
fort and success depends on solid support from the members, particularly those who benefit directly from the program 

PRO Instruction and Certification 
  
The West River Sailing Club’s most important objective 
is active support of sailboat racing. Some regattas run by 
the club are local for only our own members and therefore 
are not as critical as other regattas which are open to 
members of all clubs from around the country (and Can-
ada).  Obviously those and especially the regional and 
national championships are regattas we always like to run 
at a high level so we can be proud of what we have done. 
 
The best way to learn how to run races well is to attend 
one of the US Sailing seminars held each year across the 
country, including our Chesapeake Bay area (we had one 
last year at WRSC). There are two coming up in April one 
of which we hope you can attend.

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Long Range Capital Planning 

Nothing lasts forever. It’s an ancient verity that we all know but don’t always heed. The estimates we got last year for replacing 
our bulkhead brought it to mind in a big way.  The club has always maintained financial reserves to cover the replacement of 
major assets but such a large expenditure in a single year triggered the Board to begin a comprehensive review of the plans in 
place to handle life cycle replacement of major assets. The likelihood of a shortfall in funding our capital reserves has been dis-
cussed at the last two annual meetings. As Dave Dawson notes in his Commodore’s Comments this month, early results of the 
Board’s ongoing study of the issue show that we’ll need to take some decisive action in the near term. The Board will brief the 
membership on preliminary results at the Flag Raising and solicit comments. A plan for action will follow at the Annual Meet-
ing. 

The Board is developing the Long Range Capital Plan with advice and consultation from the Finance Committee chaired by 
Nan Irey. Also on the committee are Erick Chiang, Jude Brown, Mike Berson, Chris Ford, Lincoln Phillips, and Paul Mettus. 

Capital is a term that refers to high-value, durable assets. It also applies to major maintenance or refurbishment of capital assets 
that significantly extends their service life. The table below summarizes the assets included in the current planning activity

The table itemizes the assets, and the service life of each item when new. Since few of the items are new, there is another 
column, labeled “Next Replace”, that indicates the remaining service life for the assets that the club currently owns. The 
remaining parameter needed to complete the plan is the replacement cost of each item. A lot of work remains to be done in 
that area. 

The list of assets has been structured to segregate assets into separately replaceable items. The Hallie Q (1979 Dickerson 
32), for example, could be considered a single asset. But the hull of a boat normally outlives its first engine so we consider 
the engine and hull to be separate assets for planning purposes. Similar thinking lies behind the partitioning of the other 
assets. 

This plan covers only the replacement of items that the club either already owns or whose acquisition has been approved by 
the board. It is not a plan for procurement of new assets. New assets, however, can be easily added to the plan if the board 
approves an acquisition. The lifecycle replacement of clubhouse itself is not on the list. Even though the current structure 
won’t last forever it’s very hard to predict when replacement will be necessary. It won’t be soon. And the replacement cost 
will be so much higher than the other items that it could skew the planning. Replacement of the clubhouse will be treated 
separately. Similar reasoning could apply to the pier. Although it’s in the table above, the Board may move it to a separate 
plan before concluding this analysis. 

We single out capital assets for special treatment for a couple of reasons. One is that special tax regulations apply. It’s an 
issue that commands a lot of attention from our accountant. Since WRSC is a non-profit corporation, however, tax implica-
tions don’t have a major impact on the day to day management of the club. More important to the Board is the fact that the 
high-value, durable nature of capital assets means they have a big impact on the club’s cash flow when the time comes to 
replace them.  

Capital is significantly different from ordinary expenses. They vary much less from year to year and individually don’t have 
a great impact on the cash flow. Replacing boards on the deck of the pier or changing the oil in the engines are examples of 
maintenance expenses. Rebuilding the transmission on the Hallie Q is an example of a capital project. They differ in scale 
of cost and the longevity of the result. 

The figure below shows our preliminary forecast for annual capital demand over the next 25 years.  
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Of course, it’s difficult to project accurate estimates that far into the future. Although near term accuracy is important, long 
term accuracy is less so. The important messages to take away from the figure are that: 
The demand for capital varies considerably from year to year, 
In most years it involves a substantial amount of money, and 
The average near term demand is larger than the demand in the out years. 

You’re probably wondering about the spike in demand forecast for 2026. That’s due to the replacement of the pier and the 
Hallie Q. 

The fundamental problem is that the club’s income is essentially constant from year to year while the demand for capital is 
anything but constant. The 2007 demand forecast includes the bulkhead replacement and dredging of the launching basin. 
The problem for the Finance Committee is to propose options to the board to pay for this forecast stream of expenditures. 
The club has to put money away during years of low demand to cover years of higher demand. We’ve been doing that all 
along but probably not to the extent necessary. The fundamental questions center on how much money the club should pru-
dently keep in reserve and how much responsibility we have to take action now to address future needs. The options for 
action can include any combination of dues, direct user fees, assessments, or loans. There are pros and cons of each, of 
course. We could, for example, expend all of the club’s reserves to clear the near term financing hurdle to keep increases to 
a minimum. It’s more likely, however, that the Board will embrace the principal that we members should pay for the portion 
of assets we consume as we go.

The West River Albacore Fleet (WRAF) conducted it’s 
annual business meeting and fleet dinner party at Daphne 
Byron’s house on December 2nd.

We’ll be having another Junior Fleet parents’ meeting 
before the Flag Raising. It’ll be in the board room at the 
clubhouse from 11:30 to 1:00 on Saturday, April 21, 
2007.

The Art Exhibition and Wine Tasting we held as a fund-
raiser for the fleet in December, was a big success! We 
had 11 fine artists and craftspeople participate. HomePort 
Wine and Spirits of Galesville ran the wine tasting. Nan 
Irey, Jim Foster, Art Silcox, and Chris Ford all pitched in 
to help Carol and Paul Mettus staff the event. Susan 
Shumpert, Nadine Schneider, Joan Bell, and Elsie Whit-
man organized the artists and exhibited their own work. 
 
It was a great weekend. And when it was all over we'd 
raised $ 1,982 to support the kids' sailing. Now all we 
need is to get more families involved. 
 
A group of parents and grandparents got together for a 
great brainstorming session right before the Annual Meet-
ing in November. Peter Duncan, Jim Foster, Nan Irey, 
Tony Arends, Gregg Jordan, Carol Mettus and Paul Met-
tus spent some time talking about the kind of program 
we'd like to put together this year. There was a strong 
consensus that we need to focus on making it fun for the 
kids. That means: 
 
Attract a critical mass of kids 
Build it into a group of peers who know each other and 

like to spend time together 
Allow children to bring their friends 
Find a hip instructor 
Make the curriculum challenging without being over-

whelming 
 
With that in mind, we talked about having Junior Fleet 
days periodically on weekend days during the sailing sea-
son. As a result we're planning on running Junior Fleet 
days every Saturday from 9:00 A.M. until 3:00 P.M. from 
the Saturday after Memorial Day weekend (June 2) 
through the Saturday before Labor Day Weekend (August 
25). If it's well received, we can consider running the pro-
gram into the fall. 
 
Here's how we see it working. Vicky Lohman, our sailing 
school director, has agreed that the sailing school will 
provide an instructor for each day. We'll also need a vol-
unteer parent to supervise the operation. Each day we'll 
organize some of the adult members to lead seminars on 
subjects like boat care and maintenance, rope work, sail 
handling, seamanship, and tactics. Other parents are wel-
come to join-in, go off sailing on their own, or whatever.  
 

 
We'll put the club's Optis and 420s overboard for kids who 
don't have boats of their own along with one of the power boats 
for the coach. The Junior Fleet is for the children and grand-
children of members but each child is welcome to bring a 
friend.  The cost tentatively will be $15 per child per day to 
cover costs, subject to board approval. Children must bring 
their own lunches, drinks, sunscreen and so on.

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                      Grounds Work List for Fitting Out Day, 31 Mar  
 
1. Grass area:  clean leaves from clubhouse gutters; rake lawn & mulch areas to clear leaves & debris. 
(put leaves & debris in dumpster) – rake as much goose poop as possible 
 
2.  Parking Lot :  remove grass & weeds from parking lot, especially from beneath all boats (spray area 
beneath boats with vinegar) 
 
3. Grass: for bare spots in grass: (after raking leaves) rake to loosen dirt, then spot-seed; walk flat-footed 
to press seed into dirt  
 
4. Crape Myrtles: trim severely, the two crape Myrtles located near clubhouse (by bathrooms); trim other 
Crape Myrtles [check with Meredith]. 
 
5.  A-Cat lot:  spread additional mulch (bring: wheelbarrows, rakes) 
 
6. Boat rack storage area:  remove all boats and racks from area; yank all weeds & as much of roots as 
possible; spray with vinegar (2/3 vinegar, 1/3 water); spread thick mulch in area that will be beneath the 
boat racks; return boat racks (push back to fence as far as possible); return boats to boat racks.  [will re-
quire lots of mulch]. Specifically: request help from Laser owners and Opti owners.  
 
Bring: Swedish steam, prong rakes, gloves, safety glasses, pruning shears, wheelbarrows, shovels, portable 
spray tanks. 
 
7. Ornamental grasses: trim per Meredith instructions 
 
8. Launching Beach:  if LOW TIDE, remove stones from “the waters edge”; place the stones in “holes” 
along the upper reaches of the nearby revetment. 
 
9. Vines: Trim/cut/remove vines from all trees
