They all communicate with Sheila Peck to get publicity out to all the media 
that reaches our regions population. 
 
This year Nancy and Vicki hired a new set of instructors as most of our former employees have gotten to the age when sum-
mer means a “real” job.  From what I’ve seen & heard this summer, they’ve found a great crew.
